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2019 PVP Quilt Show Guidelines for Quilt Show Entries

Below are the 2019 Quilt Show Guidelines. Please direct questions to the Entries Committee: Georgia Moses, Diane

Hemsing, or Gail Robinson.

The deadline for entries is DECEMBER 29, 2018 at Noon;

Each PVP member will be allowed 3 entries, not including “non-judged” (ART and Hall of Fame) quilts. The 3
entries must be prioritized by you in case we do not have room to hang every quilt submitted. Panels are not
eligible for entry; no entry may have been entered in a previous Palo Verde Patchers Quilt Show with the
exception of the 2018 Spring Luncheon Challenge;

Your quilt does not need to be completed to enter it, but must be complete by February 20, 2019 when it is
presented to the committee prior to judging/display;

All entries, regardless of size, except for miniatures, and those items entered in “Specialty Items” category which
are not reasonably able to be hung, must have a 4” sleeve sewn to the upper back of the quilt. Quilts without a
sleeve will be returned to owner with no exceptions. For quilts longer than 105”, the top edge of the sleeve
must be 100 inches from the floor;

All entries must be clean, free of pet hair, free of odors and presented for judging in a pillowcase the properly
fits the quilt;

In categories allowing “any size”, items may not exceed perimeters of 480”;

Member chooses the category for their entry, however, the Quilt Show Committee reserves the right to re-
categorize any entry. Entries will be hung as space permits and may not be by category;

The Quilt show entries will be judged before the start of the show and all decisions of the judges are final. Quilts
may not be removed from the show until after the close of the show;

Please note: Entries for the ART display should complete the ART entry form instead of this Entry Form which is
for judged entries only;

CATEGORIES: PERIMETER REFERS TO THE TOTAL INCHES OF ALL FOUR SIDES OF QUILT ADDED TOGETHER.

Bed Quilt - perimeter must be greater than 276" but less than 480” and may be any technique;

Large Wall Hanging - perimeter must be greater than 201” but less or equal to 276” and may be any technique;
Small Wall Hanging - perimeter 200” or less with no minimum size and may be any technique;

Lap/Baby Quilt - perimeter greater than 96” but less than 240” and may be any technique;

Hand Quilted - must be 100% hand quilted by Member and may be any size;

Applique - must be predominantly applique (50% or more) by either hand or machine and may be any size;
Mixed Technique - a quilt/item that includes a balanced variety of media i.e. applique, pieced, crazy quilts, yo-
yos, cathedral window, quilts with special techniques such as trapunto, surface designs or embellishments,
hand/machine embroidery, and may be any size;

Holiday - a quilt for any holiday and may be any technique and any size;

Group - item made by 3 or more people (not including professional quilter) - may be any technique and any size;
Miniature - a quilt in this category will have overall pattern(s) that show reduced scale and miniaturization and
whose total perimeter does not exceed 96”. May be any technique;

Specialty Item - this category is for items that do not fit any of the other categories and may include such items
as table runners, placemats, fashion and/or home décor;

First Time Entry - this category is for any member that has never entered a quilt in ANY show with the exception
of the 2018 Spring Luncheon Challenge. Can be any technique and any size;
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QUILT DELIVERY FOR SHOW:

Deliver your quilt/quilted item properly prepared for hanging (clean, sleeve attached, pillowcase that fits and
required labels) to PVP on Wednesday, February 20, 2019 from 9:00 a.m. until Noon at The Palm Ridge Recreation
Center, 13800 W. Deer Valley Drive in Sun City West. Please call Georgia Moses (623-537-9804 or 214-490-7794)
with any questions. Each entry must be in a separate pillow case marked with your name, phone number, entry
number and name of quilt. If your quilt will be “For Sale”, you must have completed a boutique entry form with
information delivered to the Boutique Committee.

QUILT RETURN AFTER SHOW:

Quilts must be picked up at the end of the show beginning at 5:30 p.m. and continuing until 6:30 p.m. If you are
unable to pick up your item(s) at that time, please identify someone else to pick up your item(s) and ensure that
they have the receipt for the item or we will not be able to release the item(s). The Committee is not able to take
items for you. This is for your protection and to ensure your items are returned to you.
